Assembly Procedures:

Step 1. Assemble the chest on a flat, soft surface such as a carpet or cloth to prevent scratching the finish.

1) Loosely attach each side frame (P2) to the metal rails on the bottom of chest (P1) as shown below.

2) Securely tighten all the bolts with Allen wrench (H4).

3) Turn the assembled chest to an upright position.

4) Assembly is complete. Failure to follow these instructions may cause the bolts to misalign during
assembly.

5) Recommend that you attach the products to a wall as a safety precaution. Please see the other

instructions "Furniture Safety Bracket Tip Resistant". L ST

1). Install the sliding doors.

a). In order to install the sliding doors, the top guide pins must be locked in the fully retracted position. If they are
not already, push them down until they click lock.(lllustration #1)

b). Place the rear door bottom rollers in the back bottom track. Pivot the top of the door to align the top guide pins
with the back upper track on the buffet. Push the button on the back of the top guide pins to release the lock
allowing repeat with the other door in the front set of tracks.

2). Reverse "install the sliding doors" steps to remove the sliding doors if necessary.
