Step 1. Assemble the bookcase on a flat, soft surface such as a carpet or cloth to prevent scratching the finish.
Attach the top rails (P1), bottom rails (P2), left side frames (P3) and right side frame (F9) to the front frame (P1) .
Loosely tighten all bolts with Allen wrench (H3).

Make sure the bookcase is level and securely
tighten all bolts with Allen wrench (H3).

3) Leveler adjustment: Leveler are installed on the bottom corner and adjust as needed to make sure the
bookcase is level. Assembly is complete. Failure to follow these instructions may cause the bolts to
misalign during assembly.
