Assembly Procedures:
Step 1. Assemble the sideboard on a flat, soft surface such as a carpet or cloth to prevent scratching the finish.
Attach each leg frame (P2) to the end of rails (P3) as shown below. Securely tighten all bolts with Allen wrench
(H5).

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Step 2. Attach assembled leg frames (P2) and rails (P3) as shown below. Securely tighten all bolts with Allen
wrench (H5) .

Step 3.

1) Securely tighten all the bolts with Allen wrench (H5). Turn the assembled sideboard to an upright position.
2) Remove the pulls from the back of door/drawer by unscrewing the screws with screw driver (not provided).
3) Reattach the pulls to the front of door/drawer using screws as shown below.

1) Open the doors, then insert shelf support (H6) into the holes as shown below.
2) Then lay the shelves (P4) on the shelf supports.
