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Assembly Procedures:

Step1.Place ottoman upside down and onto a protective cloth. Remove legs and hardware from the zippered pocket on bottom.
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Step 2. Using bolts (H1), lock washers (H2), and spring washers (H3), connect legs(P2) to ottoman (P1) by tightening bolts clockwise (H1)
with Allen Wrench (H4).

Step3.Place ottoman upright on a level surface. Assembly is complete.

ADDITIONAL NOTE ABOUT SAFETY:BOLTS MAY LOOSEN NORMAL EVERYADY USE.THEY SHOULD BE PERIODICALLY
