Attach each post (P2) to the bottom of top frame (P1). Note: Make sure short section on the top of post (P2) is
attached to the bottom of top frame (P1) as shown below. Securely tighten the posts (P2).

Step 2. Attach each long post (P4) to the short posts (P2) through the middle frame (P3) following the label "P3"
on the shelf frame as shown below. Securely tighten the long posts (P4).

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Step 3. Attach the feet (P6) to the long posts (P4) through the bottom frame (P5) following the label "P5 " on the
shelf frame as shown below. Securely tighten each foot (P6).

2) Place the clear plastic pad (H1) on each frame (P1,P3,P5) as shown below.

3) Gently lay the glasses (P7) on the top frame (P1) and glass shelf frame (P3), and lay bottom mirror (P8) on
mirror shelf frame (P5) as shown below. Assembly is complete. T
